Fontana Fire Department in 1989 and
comes to Johnson Creek with low
mileage and hours of use at a
significant savings.

Since the 1990s, various studies predicted significant growth within Johnson Creek land use plans leading up to the
year 2020. Even with economic fluctuations, the village has exceeded the 2020 predicted growth rates in population,
business and industry.

With its growth and supporting infrastructure, the need for village public services — including properly equipped
emergency services — has grown. While there have been equipment upgrade replacements, according to department
officials the ladder apparatus is the first significant addition of a new type since 1975 when the village started its
EMS and required its first ambulance. The population then was about 750 and has grown to nearly 3,000. Along with
that population increase has come several residential dwelling developments, along with commercial and industrial
expansion.

A department spokesperson noted that during the ensuing 40 years the fleet has consisted of two pumpers, two water
tenders, a rescue squad and a wild land fire pickup truck. “To stay current with the variety of structures now in the
village and within our protection area, the village seized the opportunity to acquire the ladder truck,” said Fire Chief
Jim Wolf. The addition also will bring the department to closer equipment parity and related capabilities with most
area departments. It also will have a positive impact on the village ISO rating which insurance companies use to de-
termine premium rates.

While high-rise often is the first thing considered with the image of an aerial apparatus, it is used more often and pos-
sibly more strategically to fight fires in large-expanse buildings. “Otherwise, how do you get water to a fire in the cen-
ter of a building that size,” Wolf said. Local large-expanse structures include Kohl’s, Menards, Master Mold, the John-
son Creek High School and elementary gymnasiums, and the outlet mall. The advent of the new Trek facility adds to
that inventory. But height is a consideration as well.

“Currently our ground ladders can optimally reach 24 to 26 feet,” the spokesperson said, adding that it was a height
that will not let JCFE access the third floor of the old downtown buildings to facilitate rescues or access the building
to fight third floor or higher fires with an exterior approach. The same third story or higher rescue and firefighting
height limitations would exist in the event of a fire at area lodging establishments.

The chief pointed out that most of the newer homes are of materials that burn faster. “Our rule of thumb is that if
flames reach the attic area or roof structure in a contemporary residence, to expect the roof to collapse within 10
minutes,” Chief Wolf said, explaining that prevents assigning firefighters from climbing to cut open a roof to ventilate
to fight a fire. “The ladder truck will allow many of those tasks to be carried out.”

In addition, the 95-foot ladder will address buildings of significant height in the village, including area churches, as
well as enhance the resolution of emergencies involving the large grain bins of the sort on the grounds of the co-op and
many area farms. Also with the new truck the department can better face challenges in areas it supports through
MABAS (mutual aid) requiring ladder truck capabilities to provide protections beneficial to Johnson Creek, even
though the incident might be in a neighboring municipality.

Village officials and the department considered this an opportunity that addresses current risks while taking ad-
vantage of a significant savings. “The Village of Fontana had planned to turn their truck over to a broker, but we were
able to complete the transaction saving those fees and cost mark-ups,” according to a JCFE spokesperson.
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The ladder truck specification highlights are:

+ 750-pound bucket capacity.

> 95-foot ladder.
> Tires: 10.

 Capable of pumping 1,500 gallons per minute (GPM). * Truck length: 46 feet.

» Crew: Built for four firefighters plus two jump seats.
» Hours of operation: 2,300.

» Cost: $45,000 (estimated savings buying directly from the Village of Fontana instead of through a broker: $35,000).
¢ Cost of truck detail, equipment, tools and lettering: Approximately $10,000.

Officials noted that a new ladder truck was in the department’s future with a planned cost range of $1.1 million to $1.2
million for a new one. The Village of Fontana asked $50,000 for its outgoing truck, but accepted an offer of $45,000 from
the Village of Johnson Creek. Fontana sold its truck to make room for the purchase of a smaller ladder truck with more
maneuverability for resort and new remote vacation home areas.

The Johnson Creek ladder truck will incur approximately an additional $10,000 for equipping and painting updates.
“This ladder truck will delay a significant capitol expense, and in the meantime be an exceptional firefighting asset,” the

Chief said.

SECTION 1: Chapter 11-2 D of Board of Review of the Village Code of the Village of Johnson Creek is
hereby created to read as follows:

11-2 Board of Review

D. Hearing Procedure. In accordance with the provisions of Wis. Stat. § 70.47(8), the Board of Review
is authorized to consider requests and objections from property owners or the property owner’s
representatives to offer testimony, under oath, by telephone or submit written statements under oath
to the Board of Review. The following procedure shall apply to such requests:

(1) A property owner or property owner’s representative may request that the Board of Review

consider testimony offered under oath by telephone, or consider written statements submitted
under oath, provided that:

(a) The requirements of Wis. Stat. § 70.47 which requires that the property owner or property
owner’s representative provide notice of intent to appear at the Board of Review hearing are

satisfied; and

(b) The Objection Form for Real Estate Property Assessment (PA-115A) has been completed and
submitted to the Board of Review in accordance with the provisions of Wis. Stat. § 70.47;
and

(c) A Request to Testify by Telephone or submit a Written Statement under oath to the Board of
Review (Form PA-814) shall be filed with the City Clerk. Such requests must be submitted
timely to be considered by the Board of Review at the first meeting of the Board of Review.

(2) Criteria to be considered. The Board of Review may consider any and all of the following factors
when deciding whether to grant or deny a request established under this subsection:

(a) The requester’s stated reason(s) for the request as indicated on the PA-814.
(b) Fairness to the parties.

(c) Ability of the requester to procure in person oral testimony and any due diligence exhibited
by the requester in procuring such testimony.

(d) Ability to cross examine the person providing the testimony.
(e) The Board of Review’s technical capacity to honor the request.

() Any other factors that the board deems pertinent to deciding the request.
